The piece will be tethered to the ceiling 
of our showroom and allowed to spin around. In the 
evening uplighting will be pointed at paper allowing 
it to reflect through cut outs in paper illuminating 
room with a decorative pattern. It 
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The Bearer of God piece will be on display in our
showroom for any members and volunteers at 

church to see in person. I will ask my pastor if this 
piece can also be shown during worship recording 
that air on Sundays. I believe it would be a great 
visual piece to accompany praise and worship, 

especially a hymn that is traditional for the Christmas 
season.
